CAPE TOWN: Four Pakistani
men have been arrested in South
Africa in connection with the
killing of a Muslim woman and
her 13-year-old daughter in Jo-
hanneshurg last week, palice said
Wednesday.

“The police are still taking
statements from the men and
gathering information, but we do
know that some of them are res-
idents in South Africa,” police
spokesman Mhazima Shiburi told
AFP

Two men were arrested in
Athlone, Cape Town and two oth-
ers were nabbed in the Johan-
nesburg wownship of Soweto on
Monday.

The bullet-riddled body of Fa-
tima Momade; wearing a ftradi-
tional Muslim dress, was last
week discovered next to a road in
Lenasia, an Asian suburb south
of Johanneshurg. Momade re-
cently arrived in South Africa
from Mozambique to search for a
job.—AFP

Educational institutions are not only meant
to impart education, knowledge and
understanding to the students but also to
inculcate strong civic sense in them. That is
what distinguishes a good educational
institution from the mundane one.
Educational institutions have the potential to
develop the character of the nations. So it is
imperative that an environment is created
there to provide opportunities for the
students to discover and develop various
abilities. That's why some highly renowned
institutions put much emphasis upon co-
curricular activities inside their campuses.
But there is something that comes above all
or can be regarded as pre-requisite for an
educational environment and that we believe
is discipline. One does not always have to
shine and refine various elements in the
personality of young pupils but has to keep
under control the wild and baser instincts of
afewwho may inflict harm upon others.
Unfortunately instead of refining the souls
of thousands every year, we see that many
innocent lives are being affected by the
aggression committed by a small bunch of
bullies at the campuses. Let us take, for
instance, into account the situation prevailing
in various universities and colleges of the
country. There are police and army check
posts in Karachi university; the student
community of Quaid-e-Azam university is
highly fragmented into ethnic groups and
that results in eruption of violence every now
and then, and firing between various groups
is one of the normal happenings in the life of
residents of hostels inside the campus.

The situation is even worse in University of
the Punjab where many students get a
thrashing over some trifle matter every
month from the fanatics who have a hold in
the campus. Sudden firing may also occur
from other groups who enter and leave
campus immediately. Many such events and
threats go unreported mainly because the
management is incompetent and considers
itself helpless before a student organization
that claims to align itself with religious
identity.

There are thousands of other institutions
where the situation is no exception. The
violence that persists has reasons beyond the
obvious. Different interest groups and
individuals are exploiting students to
safeguard their own interests. Some of them
would always die for showing their muscles

through public picketing, Their activists load
college and university buses with students
brought out of their classtooms and towards
the places of protest. Those individuals
behind the screen no doubt are in positions
to black mail the city administrations and
sometimes even the governments. There is
po denial of the fact that they also provide
students with weapon,; establish torture cells
where they torment these who dare not to
comply with them, and they can boycott
classes anytime as well. They can get students
out from anywhere in the campus and take
them anywhere but the administration
remains silent. Is it because the management
is weak; or it is due to its incompetence, ot
because itis dishonest?

Whatever it might be. The administration of
educational institutions do not see the
essence of taking the right step. They would
love to indulge in debates and plans about
what could be the right thing but in the
meanwhile cannot prevent the wrong that is
going on. How they can change the character
of the nation, when they do not even show
aniota of courage when required.

All this chaos has resulted in the stagnation
of the society as a whole and a student who
has to compete in a world that is highly
specialized finds himself totally unequipped
with modern techniques.

It is the neced of the hour to develop a
positive dynamic character and if in these
circumstances immediate steps are not
undertaken we shall be lagging far behind the
developed nations for a long time to come.
As long as students are being emotionally
exploited to take up arms instead of sorting
the matters out pragmatically; as long as their
rationalising instincts are not encouraged the
situation won't change.

No doubt that students should protest; no
doubt, students should be able to voice their
concems effectively, but that does not mean
that the strong should swing majority on
their side by virtue of their might. A look ata
typicalpolitical activist in any university
campus reveals that he or she does not do
anything beyond what one is stuffed with.
He adheres to outdated and rotten theologies
and discarded opinions. I do not support that
there should not be political activities but I
advocate that this puppet show must not
continue forlong.

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Of death and speed-breakers
at the Punjab University

Rehana was a student of the Zoology
department at the Punjab University
(PU). She belonged to Okara and was
staying at Room No. 109 of the Gitls
Hostel No.4 when it all happened on
the 26" of August 02.

That sad day, she with her class fellows
was returning to her room after
completing the practical session at her
department. While she was crossing
the canal road, she was struck by a
speedy car (LXW 3141) which
dragged her several feel along the
road. Within no time Rehana's friends
Shahida and Yasmin stopped another
car and took her to the hospital. For
four days Rehana struggled against
death but on the 30™ August 02, she
lost the battle and expired.

Till a few years back, there used to be
speed-breakers to slow down the cars
passing by the campus, but then they
were replaced by an over head bridge;
so that the students could pass the
road without disturbing the regular
flow of traffic. All this was done in a
short ime but it caused problems for
the handicapped students. To
overcome the issue, the university
administration called a meeting and
held talks before a relevant
committee. Nothing came out of
these deliberations nor a plan was
implemented to address the imposing
problem that could have taken lives
of innocent university mates.

The final outcome of this problem
culminated into Rehana's death. Only
then the speed breakers were built
again to avoid any furgherloss of life.

Apparently it is just a loss of one life
out of 14 crore people of our land. It
looks so insignificant amidst scores of
deaths daily. However, we cannot
resign. For Bargad, itis a national loss.
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To look into
the real
causes of the
accident that
t o o k
Rehana's life,
the Bargad
team has so
far had hectic
efforts. In
this context,
Bargad team has been able to publish
Rehana's death news in the daily Jang,
Moreover, Bargad has also distributed
posters among the University
students to make them aware of the
whole incident. Bargad has also
contacted the concerned police
station and appreciated the concern
which has been shown by the ASI
Nadeem.

The Bargad team then met Rehana's
elder brother Mohammad Saleem,
who is a school teacher. He told us

hostel.

The accused Mustaqim is the private
driver of a doctor. On the third day of
Rehana's death, he was bailed out.
Salim talked to the registrar PU to
cancel the bail but nothing was done
in this regard. In the meanwhile the
relatives of Mustagim along with
other people approached Salim and
persuaded him to forgive him, but
Salim did not. He wanted that
Mustagim must be punished so that
others could getalesson fromit.

The Bargad team then talked to the
warden of the Hostel No. 4 Prof.
Tahira to record her views on the
issue. She told us that as soon as she
came to know about the accident, she
reached the hospital without wasting
any time. Her driver was not available
then, so she herself dove the car. That
was quite risky for her, as she told us.

She constantly kept herself in touch
with the family of Rehana and till they
reached the hospital, she stayed there.
Hostel No.4 contributed Rs. 5000 for
het treatment and the University
granted Rs. 50000 other than bearing
all the costs of het treatment.

Prof. Tahira called a meeting at the
counsel hall and explained the whole
situation to the participants but there
was little hope of Rehana's survival.

Voltaire said that, “I disapprove of
what you say, but I defend to death
your tight to say it” He was
emphasising ‘the need for free
speech.

I certainly defend this statement but
does the society in general really goes
for it? Look around and you will find
that the answer is 'No'. Disapproval
practically leads to imprisonment
and execution. People do not actually
tolerate free speech. And one is
forced to think only in a clichéd
mannert and is barred to question the
absurdities that prevail within the
society.

People have been struggling for the
freedom of speech and expression
since long; defying the set norms;
rebelling against the adverse policies
and principles of the ruling classes,
of the set authorities, and of the
establishment.

The establishment, be it the
government or any other institution,
always tries to maintain the status
quo. On the other hand, the
intellectuals and philosophers
question and strive to break the
choking barriers of acceptance and
submission.

Socrates, the Greek philosopher
chose to die rather than to cease
teaching his philosophy that claimed
that, “no evil can happen to a good
man, either in life or after death.” He
was accused and convicted of
impiety and moral corruption of the
youth; however, he preferred the
poisoned cup of hemlock over his
right to express - the freedom to
speech.

Great people throughout the history,
ie. Sartre, Bertrand Russell or
Voltaire, have struggled for the right
to express; for the right to differ; for
the protection of free speech, and
for individual liberty.

Liberty is defined as the right of
individuals to act without restraint as
long as their rights do not interfere
with the corresponding rights of
others. However, there has always
been a cry for control on individual
liberties and the restraints imposed
have been oppressive. This is due to
the fact that new ideas are in strong
opposition to the prevalent religious,
political, moral or even economic
beliefs of that time.

The fascist regimes of rulers like
Franco, Mussolini and Stalin
abolished civil liberties and the rights

of individuals were completely
subordinated according to the
interests of the government and
those who dared to disagree were
terrorized into submission - nobody
defended their right to express.
Those were the totalitarian countries
but let us not go that far. Let us look
at the land that we inhabit, 'the land
of the pure', but indeed I correct
myself 'the land of hypocrisies',
where we dwell among religious
bigots. A place where if you dare
think differently you are accused of
being a traitor. We live at a place
where people misuse Islam for their
own political motives and you are not

given the right to protest or speak out
against plots designed to destroy
your ambitions and intellect; where
you ate forced into blind
subservience. A society, where even
if a man and woman are seen talking
to each other, they are accused of
having committed adultery; where
interaction with the opposite sex is
fotbidden in coeducation, and it is
considered a sin of the worst kind.
Can there be a greater irony? Do we
not even have this fundamental
freedom? The fact is that we live
under continued vigilance; we
survive in a military democracy - the
very term an irony within itself.... A
place where people are conditioned
to think within limited parametets;
where life is made a suffocating hell
and the entire thought process and
the ability to question things are
crushed.

We live in a country where thirty
three A' level students of a Karachi
school are suspended for carrying
out a peaceful demonstration outside
the Karachi press club on the
Palestinian issue. People disagree and
disapprove, 'yes' but does anyone
defend their right to say it, 'no".
Although the article 19 of the
constitution of this country gives
every citizen the right of free speech-
but who actually defends that right?
No one, because people do not have
that much tolerance. A major reason
for the backwardness of the Muslim
world today is because of their lack
of patience towards contesting
opinions. Debate and discussion is
requisite for progress, for moving
ahead, and society stagnates without
it. Pcople must accept that others
have a right to differ and can have a
difference of opinion.

In the end I quote the Lebanese poet
Khalil Gibran who wrote:

........ for you can only be free when
even the desire of seeking freedom
becomes a harness to you and you
cease to speak of freedom as a goal

anda fulfillment.”

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Sociological discourse of the minorities
and social injustice against

religious minorities

Pakistan is an Islamic country of almost 140.5 million
people. 96.28 percent people are Muslim whereas
almost 3.72% belong to the religious minorities mostly
the Christian and Hindu communities.

The main minority groups residing in Pakistan are
Christians-2,092,902, Hindus-2,111,271, Qadianies-
286,212, schedule caste-332,343, Others-96,142 which
includes Parsi, Buddhist and Bahais etc. (Ministry of
Minority Affau-s Islamabad).

These minority groups are integrated well in Pakistani
society and it is difficult to recognize and separate
minorities from the rest of the People because of
socio-cconomic featutes and characteristics. Although
there are some minor socio- economic and cultural
differences but on the whole only the religion is a
scparating aspect of the life of the minorities.

This brief paper deals with the religious minorities in

Sabir Michael

Briefly, in social sciences, the
significance of the minorities
does not lie with their
population in any area. They are considered as
important as the majority of that area. At international
level, the human rights standards of the countries arc
also measured by prevalent situation of their

_ minotities,

:* Although there are several types of the minorities butin

Pakistani society we can see an emphasis is given on
religious minorities.

In Pakistan these religious minorities are taken as 2nd
class citizens constitutionally and they cannot become
head of the state or senators due to adhering to a
different religion. Besides this constitutional
discrimination the minorities have also to suffer social
injustice and discrimination.

'social injustice is a common norm against minorities especially

against the Christians and Hindus. They are considered

traitors and foreigners'

Pakistan as seen by the sociological perspectives and
present socio economic outlook of the minorities.

Sociology has a broader approach towards the meaning
and translation of the minorities into social
perspectives. It would be better first to have brief over
view of the sociological perspective of minorities in
academic sense.

“A minority is social category of people singled out for
uncqual and inferior treatment simply because they are
identificd as belonging to that category. Minorities are
usually defined in terms of ASCRIBED STATUS such
as race, gender, and ethnic or religious background, as
well as ACQUIRED STATUS such as sexual
orientation. Unlike numerical minorities, social
minoritics, may be in the numerical majority, as blacks
were in South Africa before the end of apartheid and as
females still are in virtually every society in the world.”
(Dictionary of Sociology p-196)
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The promises of the authorities towards the providence
of social justice to the minorities are still a dream yet to
come true. Social injustice is a common norm against
minorities especially against the Christians and Hindus.
They are considered traitors and foreigners, which is
totally a wrong perception because all the minorities are
indigenous. They have been living here since
generations and they just converted to this or that
religion as most of the other people entered into Islam
from the other religions like from Hinduism and
Sikhism etc. Therefore, to call them foreigners or
traitors is unjustly a wrong accusation. They are also
alleged to have under hand affiliation with western and
sub-continental countries which is a lie as well.

If they had any powerful outside connections how they
are still suffering the life of poverty as a weaker section
of the society. They could also get properties from the
Hindus and English people at the time of partition but

__
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this must be understood clearly that the minorities are
as loyal as the majority people to this motherland.

Although the law docs not support this phenomenon
of ongoing social injustice with the minorities but the
authorities always act passively on the complaints of the
minorities deliberately due to the socio-political
pressure of fundamentalists. For example in village No.
1288 District Toba Tek Singh there lived fifteen
Christians families. There was a well, which was the only
source of drinking water. The local Muslim residents
bought this land and banned the Christians to drink
water from there. The minority people approached the
court, which gave its decision in the favor of these poor
people, but a2 man threw a mud in the well. The local
authorities also assisted this man. (Monitor 2002 A
Report on the Religious Minorities in Pakistan)

In short the minoritics have to suffer social injustice and
discrimination. They are socially isolated along with
having sense of insecurity. They are very backward
economically and educationally. Their income is very
low and they have to suffer discrimination while finding
some suitable jobs. Even during the jobs they are not
given job securities and promotions due to the
prejudice.

Lack of religious frcedom is another problem for the
minorities. They are not allowed to preach their religion
propetly and are always monitored by the authorities.
They are not also granted permission easily to build
their worship places and every kind of hindrances are
created to stop the construction of the religious
buildings. Some times they are also disturbed while

praying. Their own rcligo-political leadership has been

failed to play its role accordingly. They are deprived of
better residence and health facilities. They are easy
targets of the zealots for the social injustice, prejudice
and terrorism.

The minorities are not united and are poor and un-
influential in socio cconomic, educational-and political
terms. They have no say in'the routine order of the
" country at all levels. Their members are not on high
posts therefore as it was said they are easy targets for the
social injustice. In present scenario of post 9.11.2001
this scnse of violation against minorities is rising
Whenever something happens against the Muslims in
any part of the world the minorities are linked with the
situation and are attacked, socially discriminated and
beaten by the diffcrent segments of the society at
community and official level.

They have to suffer social injustice because they are
economically poor but we can see that there are some

small minority groups like Parsi, Bahai and Ismailis etc,
that are economically strong. They have significant
influence at economic and political level. Therefore the
incidents of "human rights violation against them are
rare.

Moreover, the religo-political leadetship of the under
privileged minority groups has also become a part of
status quo and some times due to their privileges they
do not act accordingly. Therefore the minorities are
dispersed and unable to develop joint ventures to raise
their issues. Some times the establishment also develops
some people as so called representatives of the
minorities in order to satisfy international community
and donors. No proper steps have been taken either by
the religo-political leadership and institutions or by the
government to have proper research on the issues of
the minorities. Although some church based and other
general NGOs promote the cause of the under
privileged minority people but these NGOs remain
reluctant to carry out proper project of socio economic
uplift of the minority communities. There may be some
exceptions, though, not in anyway comparable with
overall negligence of the NGOs towards the minorities.

Although this essay presents gloomy picture of the
minorities butitis also true that the minorities are doing
well in order to keep pace with the present situation at
the national and international level. They have fairly
played their role in the fields of education and health

ctc.

Below are some steps, which might be suggested for the
general socio-economic development of the minorities
inthelong run:

There is sttong need for the minorities to be united
because we see minorities are divided within the
minority groups and even more, in certain minority
group there are further sub divisions. For example the
Christian community is further divided into English
and Punjabi spcaking Christian especially in Karachi,
Lahore and Rawalpindi, Islamabad etc. Similarly Hindu
minority is still divided in the so called caste system. The
majority Hindu people is not ready to accept schedule
caste as a Hindu.

There is also a dire need to present the minorities
positively and frequently on national media highlighting
their socio economic and educational role. This may be
sort of awareness campaign in order to change attitudes
of the general public towards minorities.

Another area of focus is the legal system; in that
objectionable laws and constitutional amendments

of the minorities on logical basis. First of all they must
be given status of equal citizens and secondly the
discriminatory laws must be removed.

The religo-political leadership and institutions of the
minorities should also look into their own situation and
their religious institutions must be more organized and
democratic.

The projects of social research about the socio-
economic conditions and problems of the minorities
must be initiated by the government, NGOs and
especially by the very religious institutions of the
minorities to deal minority issues properly and
scientifically.

There must be full religious freedom and state
favoritism on the basis of the religion must be finished
gradually.

Government should make sure the full participation of
the minorities in all spheres of the social life. The
government must also denounce religious apartheid by
programmes of awareness and legislation.

In order to maintain the economic rehabilitation of the
religious minorities they must be given full
opportunities in the job sector. Currently, there are very
few minority persons in the public, civil and military
administration. Especially the Hindus aré not

considered reliable for the armed forces. The
government must treat them fairly on the basis of
merit.

The quota system in job for the minorities must be
reviewed, increased and strengthened.

Due to socio economic and political discrimination the
minorities are mostly considered suitable for sanitation
related works. The majority of the minority people are
engaged with this profession. They must be given
proper economic facilities and job securities. Their
wages must be improved and safety equipment should
be given to them to minimize health risks.

Last but not the least a National Commission for the
rights of the indigenous people and minorities must be
established. This must be a high powered body of the
government to overview the overall situation of the
minorities and implementation of official policies and
fiscal schemes about the minorities. This is strong
demand of the minorities, which must be fulfilled
immediately. This commission should be consisted of
sociologists, social workers, religious, economic and
legal experts having full freedom at federal and
provincial level to cover all aspects of the minority
issues comprehensively.
